General comment


Successful learner: Alfie is a bright student who enjoys school and values learning. His progress in all areas of the curriculum has been good this year, but he has done especially well in maths and is consistently working at the age expected level. His reading fluency has also improved, but he now needs to develop his comprehension skills further. Writing is Alfie’s weaker area. To improve this he needs to apply his understanding of spelling and grammar more consistently, read back to check that his sentences make sense and ensure that his handwriting is neat and clear.  He has made good progress in learning his times tables and has put lots of effort into his homework. Confident individual: Alfie is a confident pupil, but can find it difficult to stay on task during talk for learning activities. He is sometimes too chatty and wastes time.  He will always try hard once involved in a task, but must be sure to seek support if he is finding an activity difficult to understand. He needs to develop more resilience for trying new approaches when he doesn’t find an answer first time around.


Responsible citizen: Alfie understands the school rules and abides by them.  His behaviour is generally good both in and out of the classroom. He is polite and gets on well with all adults around school. He sometimes needs reminding about his manners, as he can be a distraction to others on the carpet.  He gets on well with his friends in the class and enjoys his playtimes. 


Progress in religious education : Alfie has produced some thoughtful work this year in our RE lessons and has retold many religious stories as well as linking some of these to what people believe. He has used religious words and phrases within our sacramental topics to describe a variety of actions, signs and symbols. Alfie usually contributes to class discussions and will ask thoughtful questions as well as provide meaningful responses.

















Teacher’s thoughts:  We have enjoyed working with Alfie this year. He has the potential to be an excellent student, as long as he stays focused on his work and gives 100% effort to everything he does.  I hope that in year 3 he will work hard on the developing the points that have been mentioned in this report in order to achieve all that he can. Good luck for the coming year, Alfie.
